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EzConfig Browser Recommendations

All 3 browsers were recently tested with EzConfig 4.5.27 and here are the results:
Chrome #1
« Still requires exclusivity. Other Chrome windows cannot be open at the same time.
* Using the Getting Started link from the EzConfig main screen will open the EzConfig Overview page. The Contents, Search and Index boxes will display however the contents within
these boxes will not. As a workaround us the Index or Search options.
* In previous versions of EzConfig (at least in 4.5.18) the Getting Started link would redirect to a Vimeo web site and display Video tutorials. These tutorials now can be access via the Index
or Search windows from the

EzConfig Overview page. No reference to the tutorials can be found in the Contents box. In version 4.5.18 under the Contents listing a sub menu under “Getting Started With EzConfig”
displays “EzConfig Tutorials”.

This is not found in 4.5.27.
* Release notes indicate setups for Chrome that are erroneous and no longer pertain:

C:\Program Files\Google\Chrome\Application>chrome.

Should be:C:\Program Files x86\Google\Chrome\Application>chrome.

Not enough info in the release notes as to how to make the following setting:

Always ensure to launch Chrome with the following settings. Ensure to close any other Chrome running instances prior to apply it. chrome.exe --allow-file-access-from-files --enable-file-
cookies

ex: C:\Program Files\Google\Chrome\Application>chrome.exe --allow-file-access-from-files --enable-file-cookies
« This #1 ranking was given since all the functions work correctly, despite the fact that the browser requires exclusivity, the video tutorials are not easy to find and the setup options are not
up to date or erroneous.

Firefox: #2
* Using the Getting Started link from the EzConfig main screen will open the EzConfig Overview page however the Contents, Search and Index boxes don’t show anything.
+ There is no way to access any other help screen except what is displayed.
* Release notes indicate setups for Firefox that no longer exist. i.e. Set browser.download.manager.scanWhenDone" and set the value to false.
« This #2 ranking was given on the merits of overall performance even though the help screens are of no use. Also FireFox seems to be the fastest browser so if there is no need for the
Help features of EzConfig this
would be the browser to use.

Explorer: #3
» Explorer opens and displays the "Allowed Blocked Content" box. If that box does not get checked quickly it will disappear and EzConfig is now unresponsive. If it is checked then
EzConfig acts normal.
» Using the Getting Started link from EzConfigs main screen will open the EzConfig Overview page and the Contents, Search and Index boxes will display what’s expected unless the
Allowed Blocked Content box is clicked
on. If clicked on all information within the Contents, Search and Index boxes will disappear.
+ Formatting for these boxes does not look appropriate.
« This #3 ranking was given on the fact that the Allow Blocked Contend nag worked by allowing blocked content but in the help screens it actually took away content.
